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We are celebrating more deeply than ever Jesus’ 

coming to earth to initiate the shift from the old system 

of performance-based acceptance to the new system of 

grace. God is good and it is ‘His goodness that leads 

us to repentance’. This is His ‘Plan A’ for bringing us 

to repentance, to a change of thinking.  
 

God has been highlighting this strategy to me recently 

in Luke 19 with the example of Jesus and Zaccheus, the 

tax collector. 
 

The Zaccheus Strategy: 
 

Zaccheus was: 
• singled out by Jesus, whose heart was drawn to 

him. Jesus only did what He saw His Father 

doing and said what He heard His Father saying. 

He was displaying God’s tender love for Zach. 

• approached and accepted by Jesus, while the 

crowd disdained him 

• visited by Jesus in his home & shared a meal – a 

significant sign of acceptance and communion 

• valued 
 

Zaccheus’ response: 

• joy 

• salvation 

• overflow 

• repentance (new way of thinking) 

• generosity in Kingdom values toward the poor 
 

 

Obviously lacking in Jesus’ strategy: 

• judgment and disdain 

• pressure to change before acceptance 

• pointing out faults and correcting behavior 
 

Interestingly, the religious minds of the day continued 

to label Zaccheus an undesirable sinner.  
 

Conclusion: Again, Jesus put on display the heart and 

nature of the Father through His message, “I desire 

fellowship with you today”!
