While enjoying greater intimacy with Jesus we are 
still hungering for more! In 1981, I thought, “there 
must be more to this walk with Christ” and each 
year since, I have discovered, yes, there is much 
more – and increasing - depth of intimacy with 
Him. I want to talk to you this month about the 
huge joy-filled picture I see of the Christian life out 
ahead of me, the offer of a free grant, and why there 
exists a huge discrepancy between what we are 
currently experiencing of Him and the ‘measure’ of 
the heritage He purchased for us. 
  

The ‘Experiencing Intimacy with God’  
measuring stick, from left to right, has  
increments such as “least” on the  
left side, then “little”,  and in the  
mediocre middle “lukewarm”.  
Continuing to the right is “more  
than enough”, “super abundantly”, and all the way 
at the right end is, “all fullness” and “wholly 
filled”!   

We often minister to folks who have settled for the 
middle, mediocre lifestyle (also commonly called 
“victim” mindset). It’s not surprising when you 
hear their painful life stories! Thankfully, God 
always increases their ‘measure’! 

Why the discrepancy? 

Scripture tells us in Eph. 3 that the first challenge is 
that we can’t even perceive God’s measuring scale
unless we first receive a grant (an endowment) 
from God’s rich treasury to “strengthen and 
reinforce us with mighty power in our inner man by 
the Holy Spirit Himself … so that you may have 
the power and be strong to apprehend and grasp 
[experientially]… what is the breadth, length, 
height and depth of His love.”(Eph. 3:16-18 Amp) 

Why does God want us to grasp His 
measurements? 

“So that you may really come to know [practically,  
through personal experience] the love of Christ, 
(now listen to these measurements)

who came to our home for a healing retreat 
while on furlough: Being aware of some 
“nagging” unresolved heart issues, she wanted 
to deal with them before entering another year 
of ministry. She reported, “I’m so thankful for 
the time God allowed me to get away, bring 
these things before Him, hear what He had to 
say about them, receive healing and get new 
perspective.

I have recommended prayer ministry 
and a time to get away like this to a number of 
my friends because I think it can be an essential 
way to get to the root of problems and really 
experience healing that is lasting!”

I  don’t know about you, but “flooded” sounds to 
me like ‘over the top and off the scale’! What 
He’s offering is so electrifying!  This is the God 
of all power, for heaven’s sake! If I really caught 
hold of this, I’d be quivering on the deck like a 
clubbed codfish rather than just calmly reading 
Eph. 3 and saying, “Oh yeah, that’s interesting 
[yawn]”!  

  

So why aren’t we experiencing this? 
 

Two reasons come to me right away: 
1. You will seldom see what you aren’t 
looking for. And conversely, you will usually 
experience what you are expecting. In Matt 
9:29, Jesus said to the blind men, “According to 
your faith, trust and reliance on Me, let it be 
done unto you”; and in Job 3:25: "What I fear 
comes upon me, and what I dread befalls me.” 
If we are no longer looking for MORE of His 
manifest presence in us, we are unlikely to 
experience it! 
2. We often hold unscriptural beliefs about 
His ‘measure’ available for us.  We frequently 
hear believers express deep belief systems such 
as: “I don’t deserve blessing, I’m just His 
servant” or “ If I were to be blessed it would 
corrupt me, and I’d be led astray” and even the 
most transparent confession: “Being filled with 
God will require losing my dignity – He might 
ask me to do something that looks ridiculous.” 

So, how can I have my ‘measurements’ 
agree with His desired “measure” for 
me, and then personally experience 
Him in His amount? 
 

1. Ask for the ‘grant’. - Free grants don’t 
come unless asked for. Meditate on Eph 3:16-
20 to get the picture of His true desire for you.   

 
    

2. We must not disagree with our Father’s 
measurements. If He has more for me than I 
am currently experiencing, then I need to 
search my heart for any hindering heart-level 
beliefs (not intellectual) that block Him, and 
allow mind renewal (Rom 12:2) 

The Result? - get a load of these ‘off the 
stick’ measurements: 
 

“Now to Him Who, by the action of His power 
that is at work within us, is able to carry out His 
purpose and do super-abundantly, far over 
and above all that we [dare] ask or think, 
infinitely beyond our highest prayers, desires, 
thoughts, hopes, or dreams  – to Him be 
glory…” Eph 3:20
