Stră′t÷g y  def: 1. the art or science of the 

planning and conduct of a war; 2. a plan, method, 

or series of maneuvers or stratagems for obtaining 

a specific goal or result. 
 

Last week we heard the testimony of a woman who, 7 

years earlier, had been the only survivor of a car wreck 

and suffered back pain ever since. She reported that 

God completely healed her after realizing that she had 

been believing the lie that she deserved to suffer in 

light of three others dying! 
 

Through hearing testimonies like this and a wide 

assortment of others, God is highlighting a cunning and 

avoidable strategy of our powerless and defeated 

enemy. (Heb. 2:14)  

Two opposing strategies are evident: 
 

God's Strategy: Freedom and Life 

 2000+ yrs ago Jesus Christ paid once and for all, in 

full, for everyone’s complete and undeserved 

redemption. Father decided that this provision could be 

‘cashed in on’ at any future date, with no reduction of 

benefits.    

“He was wounded for our transgressions, He was 

bruised for our guilt and iniquities; the chastisement 

[needful to obtain] peace and well-being [in every 

area] for us was upon Him, and with the stripes [that 

wounded Him] we are healed and made whole.” (Is 

53:5) 
 

Enemy's Strategy: Kill, Steal and Destroy 

Tactic #1: obscure and complicate the benefit package 

Jesus purchased when He took the curse upon Himself.  

Tactic #2: if someone discovers the Good News, 

convince them they are unworthy of all of the benefits, 

with the exception of the possibility of going to heaven 

when they die. 

The enemy is successful if or where we agree with the 

lies he suggests. 

It is important to remember that his fiery darts 

(thoughts) are sent in first person pronoun so you 

hear it and think it must be your own thoughts. (Eph 

6:16)

Which Strategy Will You Choose? 
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Examples:  

“I don't deserve the joy of the Lord because of all of 

the suffering on the planet.” 

“God forgave me but if I forgive myself it will mean 

____ wasn't important.” 

“I deserve to suffer physically because I lived 

through it but they all died.” 

“I need to pay/suffer for my sinful past.” 

‘My misery honors___________(someone who 

suffered or some misfortune).” 

“If I am well and happy they'll expect more from 

me.” 
 

Ways to expose lies: (take thoughts captive) 

1. add “in Jesus name” to the end of the thought and 

see how that rings. “I am unworthy, in Jesus 

name”??! 

2. Take your thought to the Lord and say, “This feels 

true to my heart, but what do You say, is it the truth?” 
 

God's strategy is a gracious invitation. Converting it 

into a personal reality requires agreement of will. 

If our will is set against His strategy, Almighty God 

chooses not to set us free or heal us; He will not 

violate our free will. Case in point:  remember the 

woman who survived the car accident: What kept her 

from restoration for 7 yrs? Unknowingly, she was 

‘stuck’, holding onto the lie that she deserved to 

suffer and thereby inhibiting the Lord’s gift of 

freedom and healing. 
 

Our mission is, “to bind up and heal the broken 

hearted, to proclaim liberty to the [physical and 

spiritual] captives...that they may be called oaks of 

righteousness...that He may be glorified.”
